Hebrews 5:11-6:3

Vs.12, 1
Elementary-(Webster’s) very simple, basic, consisting of the simplest parts of a branch of knowledge, a component (an essential or forming) part. 



Elementary Truths(Lit. Elements of the beginning)-(Gk. Stoicheia) elements, rudiments, fundamental principles; letters of the alphabet, heavenly bodies; the simplest part of a whole.



Beginning-(Gk. Arches) Beginning, origin, authority, rule, domain, sphere of influence, addresses both time and rank. 



Leave-(Gk. Aphentes) let go, leave, to disregard, leave behind, dismiss, divorce, cancel, pardon, remit, forgive, abandon. 


Let us go on-(Gk. Pherometha) Carry, bear, endure, produce, bring, lead



Laying-(Gk. Kataballomenoi) Throw down, cast down, put down, lay down (a foundation); establish.



Foundation-(Gk. Themelion) Foundation, the beginning, that which brings stability and strength 

Six elementary (foundational) truths




1)Repentance from acts that lead to death (dead works)





2)Faith in God





3)Instruction about baptisms





4)Laying on of hands





5)Resurrection of the dead





6)Eternal judgment 
Vs. 1  

1) Repentance from acts that lead to death (dead works)

Repentance-(Gk. Metanoias) Remorse, repentance, turning about, change of mind; to reconsider something, to regret; have a change of heart, turn from a former attitude; turn around, both corporately and individually.


Dead-(Gk. Neckron) Dead, lifeless, useless; dying, leading to death, not life giving; used in N.T. both figuratively and literally, a corpse, dead body, one slain. (Anything separate of the spirit. MLM)


Works-(Gk. Ergon) Work, deed, action, occupation, task, thing, matter, labor, performance; “Work” is the basic equivalency of this noun, from which many different shades of meaning evolve.

A) John 6:63-The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words I have spoken to you are spirit and they are life.

— Any action, deed, task or thing done separate of the spirit is a dead work. (This includes man-made traditions and rituals, and acts/ deeds of the sinful nature/ flesh.) [Romans 13:12-14; Galatians 5:16-25, 6:7-8; Colossians 2:6-12, 20-23]

B) John 4:24-God is Spirit, and his worshipers must worship him in spirit and truth.


     1John 4:8-Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love.


— God is Spirit, therefore any thing done in the Spirit is done in God who is also life, thus we accomplish a living work. God is also love which means anything done in the Spirit must be done in love. Anything done outside of the Spirit and Love is dead and void of life. (You reap what you sow. Everything produces after its own kind.)

2)Faith in God

Faith-(Gk. Pisteos) Faith, trust, trust worthiness, reliability; confidence, assurance, conviction, belief, firm persuasion, doctrine; Faith is active and aggressive not passive, it sees and takes. It believes and acts; reality

In-(Gk. Epi) on, rest upon, at, by, before, over, against, across; the basic meaning is upon and implies contact with its object rather than resting above or over; Epi is the opposite of Under; Epi is used to emphasize and intensify a meaning.


A)Romans 10:17-Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ. [Romans 10:14]


B)1Corinthians 2:4-5-My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power, 5 so that your faith might not rest on men’s wisdom, but on God’s power.


C)Hebrews 11:6-And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him.


D)Romans 1:17-For in the gospel a righteousness from God is revealed, a righteousness that is by faith from first to last, just as it is written: “The righteous will live by faith”. [Romans 10:8-10; Deuteronomy 31:12-13; 1Timothy 6:12]

— Our reality and beliefs should rest upon God; his word, faithfulness to his word, and power to keep his word. Our world and life should be shaped, formed, and directed by his word. Everything God has given us is attained/ received by faith. We should teach the word of God and do our part to instill and develop faith. But we also should expect demonstrations of the Holy Spirits power, Gods part in confirming/ proving his word. Lastly we must remember that to live a life of faith will be a fight, it’s the only fight we’re called to wage. Satan will do his best to get you to doubt, waver, grow weary, and quit. 

Vs.2


1)Instruction about baptisms


Instruction-(Gk. didaches) act of teaching, instruction, doctrine, that which is taught; At times it means “That which is demonstrated or proven”; a set of truths or practices that are to be learned and followed. 


Baptisms-(Gk. Baptismon) {Note: Baptisms is plural} washing, cleansing; ritual washing or cleansing; to dip or immerse, submerge, plunge; Baptism represents an affiliation with Jesus’ death, burial, and resurrection.


*****THERE ARE THREE BAPTISMS FOUND INVOLVING THE DISCIPLE OF JESUS*****


A)The believer, at the moment of conversion, is baptized by the Holy Spirit into the body of Christ.
1. 1Corinthians 12:13-For we were all baptized by one Spirit into one body whether Jews or Greeks, slave or free— and we were all given the one Spirit to drink.

2. Galatians 3:27- for all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. 

 3. Romans 6:3-Or don’t you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death?


B)The believer, after heart conversion, publicly identifies himself with the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ; And testifies to the Lordship of Jesus Christ in his/her life and the new life they now have in him; all through water baptism.
1. Romans 6:3-4, 6-7-Or don’t you know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death?  4 We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.

2. Colossians 2:12-having been buried with him in baptism and raised with him through your faith in the power of God, who raised him from the dead.

3. Mark 1:4- And so John came, baptizing in the desert region and preaching a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins. (This is an old covenant baptism that was practiced before Jesus died for us. The new testament reality is found in water baptism as a public declaration.)


C)The believer is, after heart conversion, baptized/ immersed/ clothed in the Holy Spirit by Jesus, for the purpose of doing the works of Jesus and being a witness.

1. Mark 1:7-8- And this was his message: “After me will come one more powerful than I, the thongs of whose sandals I am not worthy to stoop down and untie.  8 I baptize you with water, but he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit.” 
2. Acts 1:4-5, 8-On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this command: “Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard me speak about.  5 For John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit. 8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”

3. Acts 2:33, 38-39- Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received from the Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what you now see and hear. 38 Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  39 The promise is for you and your children and for all who are far off—for all whom the Lord our God will call.” [Acts 8:14-17, 33-40; 9:17-18; 10:44-48; 19:1-6]

— In the old covenant, before Jesus died for us we see types and shadows of what was to come. John baptized in water a baptism of repentance, indicating that repentance was a precondition to the ritual; And Jesus was himself baptized in the Holy Spirit. But in the New Covenant, established by the death and resurrection of Jesus we find three baptisms that involve the follower of Jesus. 1) is the baptism in which the believer is baptized by the Holy Spirit into the spiritual body of Jesus Christ. They become a part of the body of Christ and one with God. 2)The believer, after a heart conversion, makes a public declaration of his repentance, new life, and the Lordship of Jesus Christ in their life by identifying themselves with his death, burial, and resurrection through water baptism. 3)The believer, after heart conversion, seeks and receives the baptism of the Holy Spirit. Jesus pouring out the Holy Spirit onto the believer to empower them to do the works of Jesus. 


4)The laying on of hands

defined-Gods power transmitted by faith through the minister to the seeker.

A)Biblical reasons for laying on of hands.

1.The ordaining, commissioning, or installation of an individual into the ministry or certain church office or leadership role. 


Deuteronomy 31:14-The LORD said to Moses, “Now the day of your death is near. Call Joshua and present yourselves at the Tent of Meeting, where I will commission him.” So Moses and Joshua came and presented themselves at the Tent of Meeting.


Deuteronomy 34:9- Now Joshua son of Nun was filled with the spirit of wisdom because Moses had laid his hands on him. So the Israelites listened to him and did what the LORD had commanded Moses.


Acts 6:1-6-In those days when the number of disciples was increasing, the Grecian Jews among them complained against the Hebraic Jews because their widows were being overlooked in the daily distribution of food.  2 So the Twelve gathered all the disciples together and said, “It would not be right for us to neglect the ministry of the word of God in order to wait on tables.  3 Brothers, choose seven men from among you who are known to be full of the Spirit and wisdom. We will turn this responsibility over to them  4 and will give our attention to prayer and the ministry of the word.” 5 This proposal pleased the whole group. They chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit; also Philip, Procorus, Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, and Nicolas from Antioch, a convert to Judaism.  6 They presented these men to the apostles, who prayed and laid their hands on them.


Acts 13:1-3-In the church at Antioch there were prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene, Manaen (who had been brought up with Herod the tetrarch) and Saul.  2 While they were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.”  3 So after they had fasted and prayed, they placed their hands on them and sent them off. 
(At the laying on of hands Wisdom and God given powers and abilities, a supernatural equipping, is imparted to the receiver.)
2. The bestowal of blessings.


Genesis 48:10-15a-10 Now Israel’s eyes were failing because of old age, and he could hardly see. So Joseph brought his sons close to him, and his father kissed them and embraced them.11 Israel said to Joseph, “I never expected to see your face again, and now God has allowed me to see your children too.”12 Then Joseph removed them from Israel’s knees and bowed down with his face to the ground.  13 And Joseph took both of them, Ephraim on his right toward Israel’s left hand and Manasseh on his left toward Israel’s right hand, and brought them close to him.  14 But Israel reached out his right hand and put it on Ephraim’s head, though he was the younger, and crossing his arms, he put his left hand on Manasseh’s head, even though Manasseh was the firstborn.15 Then he blessed... 

Matthew 19:13-15-13 Then little children were brought to Jesus for him to place his hands on them and pray for them. But the disciples rebuked those who brought them. 14 Jesus said, “Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of heaven belongs to such as these.”  15 When he had placed his hands on them, he went on from there.

Mark 10:13-16-13 People were bringing little children to Jesus to have him touch them, but the disciples rebuked them.  14 When Jesus saw this, he was indignant. He said to them, “Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs to such as these.  15 I tell you the truth, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God like a little child will never enter it.”  16 And he took the children in his arms, put his hands on them and blessed them.

Luke 18:15-15 People were also bringing babies to Jesus to have him touch them. When the disciples saw this, they rebuked them.


(At the laying on of hands we see that blessings can be pronounced over people.)
3. Healing the sick (or miracles).


Mark 6:5-6- 5 He could not do any miracles there, except lay his hands on a few sick people and heal them.  6 And he was amazed at their lack of faith.

Mark 16:17-18-17 And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues;  18 they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well.”

Luke 4:40- 40 When the sun was setting, the people brought to Jesus all who had various kinds of sickness, and laying his hands on each one, he healed them.

Acts 3:6-7- 6 Then Peter said, “Silver or gold I do not have, but what I have I give you. In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk.”  7 Taking him by the right hand, he helped him up, and instantly the man’s feet and ankles became strong.


Acts 28:8-9- 8 His father was sick in bed, suffering from fever and dysentery. Paul went in to see him and, after prayer, placed his hands on him and healed him.  9 When this had happened, the rest of the sick on the island came and were cured.

[Other examples: Mark 8:22-25, 7:32-35, 5:22-23]


 a. A special example of laying on of hands for healing.


Acts 19:11-12- 11 God did extraordinary miracles through Paul,  12 so that even handkerchiefs and aprons that had touched him were taken to the sick, and their illnesses were cured and the evil spirits left them.

*The people must believe in the laying on of hands and that at the point of contact they will receive. Without faith, the laying on of hands is a mere piece of ritual, and nothing happens.

**At the laying on of hands the power is transmitted to the seeker but it will lie dormant until the faith of the individual activates that power. It is up to the faith of the seeker.


***1Timothy 5:22- 22 Do not be hasty in the laying on of hands, and do not share in the sins of others...  — This instruction was given because Paul knew if the seekers faith was not strong enough they wouldn’t receive the promise, and their faith would be wounded. This pertains to every facet of the laying on of hands; The resolution to this faltering or failing faith is sound instruction and teaching of The Word.
4. Administering the baptism of the Holy Spirit & Special Gifts/ Anointing’s.


Acts 8:17- 17 Then Peter and John placed their hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.


Acts 9:17- 17 Then Ananias went to the house and entered it. Placing his hands on Saul, he said, “Brother Saul, the Lord— Jesus, who appeared to you on the road as you were coming here— has sent me so that you may see again and be filled with the Holy Spirit.”


Acts 19:6- 6 When Paul placed his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke in tongues and prophesied.


2Timothy 1:6-6 For this reason I remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in you through the laying on of my hands.


1Timothy 4:14- 14 Do not neglect your gift, which was given you through a prophetic message when the body of elders laid their hands on you.{This is in reference to a “spiritual gift”.}

— The laying on of hands is instituted in the ordaining, commissioning, and installation of an individual to the ministry. It is used in the bestowal of blessings, the healing of the sick, working of miracles, and the administering of the baptism of the Holy Spirit and special gifts or anointing’s. We can all step out confidently and expectantly both to administer and receive Gods power and blessings at the laying on of hands, but not hastily without adequate faith on the seekers part lest they not receive and find their faith wounded and even ship wrecked. 
5)The Resurrection of the dead.

Resurrection-(Gk. Anastaseos)Rise, rising, resurrection; to stand up, arise.

A)The importance of this belief and teaching


1Corinthians 15:13-24, 29-32-13 If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been raised.  14 And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith.  15 More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are not raised.  16 For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either.  17 And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins.  18 Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost.  19 If only for this life we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied more than all men. 20 But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep.  21 For since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead comes also through a man.  22 For as in Adam all die, so in Christ all will be made alive.  23 But each in his own turn: Christ, the firstfruits; then, when he comes, those who belong to him.  24 Then the end will come, when he hands over the kingdom to God the Father after he has destroyed all dominion, authority and power. 29 Now if there is no resurrection, what will those do who are baptized for the dead? If the dead are not raised at all, why are people baptized for them?  30 And as for us, why do we endanger ourselves every hour?  31 I die every day — I mean that, brothers — just as surely as I glory over you in Christ Jesus our Lord.  32 If I fought wild beasts in Ephesus for merely human reasons, what have I gained? If the dead are not raised, “Let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die.” 


B)It would seem there are 4 resurrections.

1.The first one before the Great Tribulation.


1Corinthians 15:51-52- 51 Listen, I tell you a mystery: We will not all sleep, but we will all be changed—    52 in a flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed.


1Thessalonians 4:14-17-14 We believe that Jesus died and rose again and so we believe that God will bring with Jesus those who have fallen asleep in him.  15 According to the Lord’s own word, we tell you that we who are still alive, who are left till the coming of the Lord, will certainly not precede those who have fallen asleep.  16 For the Lord himself will come down from heaven, with a loud command, with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet call of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first.  17 After that, we who are still alive and are left will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And so we will be with the Lord forever.{This is a common scripture to support the pre-tribulation rapture.}

2. The second one is the two witnesses near the end of the Great Tribulation.


Revelation 11:7-12- 7 Now when they have finished their testimony, the beast that comes up from the Abyss will attack them, and overpower and kill them.  8 Their bodies will lie in the street of the great city, which is figuratively called Sodom and Egypt, where also their Lord was crucified.  9 For three and a half days men from every people, tribe, language and nation will gaze on their bodies and refuse them burial.  10 The inhabitants of the earth will gloat over them and will celebrate by sending each other gifts, because these two prophets had tormented those who live on the earth. 11 But after the three and a half days a breath of life from God entered them, and they stood on their feet, and terror struck those who saw them.  12 Then they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, “Come up here.” And they went up to heaven in a cloud, while their enemies looked on.

3. The third one is after the Great Tribulation and just before the Millennial Reign of Christ.


Revelation 20:4-6- 4 I saw thrones on which were seated those who had been given authority to judge. And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony for Jesus and because of the word of God. They had not worshiped the beast or his image and had not received his mark on their foreheads or their hands. They came to life and reigned with Christ a thousand years.  5 (The rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were ended.) This is the first resurrection.  6 Blessed and holy are those who have part in the first resurrection. The second death has no power over them, but they will be priests of God and of Christ and will reign with him for a thousand years.


Luke 14:13-14-13 But when you give a banquet, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind,  14 and you will be blessed. Although they cannot repay you, you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous.”

4. The fourth one is after the Millennium.


Revelation 20:11-13-11 Then I saw a great white throne and him who was seated on it. Earth and sky fled from his presence, and there was no place for them.  12 And I saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books were opened. Another book was opened, which is the book of life. The dead were judged according to what they had done as recorded in the books.  13 The sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead that were in them, and each person was judged according to what he had done.


C. The promise to the believer.


John 11:25-26a- 25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me will live, even though he dies;  26 and whoever lives and believes in me will never die.


1Corinthians 13:35-43-35 But someone may ask, “How are the dead raised? With what kind of body will they come?”  36 How foolish! What you sow does not come to life unless it dies.  37 When you sow, you do not plant the body that will be, but just a seed, perhaps of wheat or of something else.  38 But God gives it a body as he has determined, and to each kind of seed he gives its own body.  39 All flesh is not the same: Men have one kind of flesh, animals have another, birds another and fish another.  40 There are also heavenly bodies and there are earthly bodies; but the splendor of the heavenly bodies is one kind, and the splendor of the earthly bodies is another.  41 The sun has one kind of splendor, the moon another and the stars another; and star differs from star in splendor. 42 So will it be with the resurrection of the dead. The body that is sown is perishable, it is raised imperishable;  43 it is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory; it is sown in weakness, it is raised in power;  44 it is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. 
— There is more to be said concerning the resurrection of the dead but the resurrection of the dead is a fundamental and vital truth to the Christian Faith. Without the knowledge of this truth and Gods promise of life after death, there would be no hope in living and no encouragement to suffer through this life for the sake of Christ. But, God has promised and we will all, if we hold fast to Jesus and endure to the end, inherit the promised Glorified body at the resurrection. 

6) Eternal Judgement.

Eternal(Gk. Aioniou)- eternal, everlasting; perpetual, never ending; endless time; a place with no past, present, or future; endlessness.


Judgement(Gk. Krimatos)- Judgement, decision, sentence, condemnation; separation, a critique.

A) Judgement is something every human being will face.

Hebrews 9:27-28- 27 Just as man is destined to die once, and after that to face judgment,  28 so Christ was sacrificed once to take away the sins of many people; and he will appear a second time, not to bear sin, but to bring salvation to those who are waiting for him.


1Peter 4:5-6-5 But they will have to give account to him who is ready to judge the living and the dead.  6 For this is the reason the gospel was preached even to those who are now dead, so that they might be judged according to men in regard to the body, but live according to God in regard to the spirit.


Matthew 12:36-37- 36 But I tell you that men will have to give account on the day of judgment for every careless word they have spoken.  37 For by your words you will be acquitted, and by your words you will be condemned.”


Matthew 16:27-  27 For the Son of Man is going to come in his Father’s glory with his angels, and then he will reward each person according to what he has done.


Romans 2:16- 16 This will take place on the day when God will judge men’s secrets through Jesus Christ, as my gospel declares.


1Corinthians 4:5- 5 Therefore judge nothing before the appointed time; wait till the Lord comes. He will bring to light what is hidden in darkness and will expose the motives of men’s hearts. At that time each will receive his praise from God. 


Revelation 22:12- 12 “Behold, I am coming soon! My reward is with me, and I will give to everyone according to what he has done.

B) There are two kinds of Judgements.


 1. The Judgement seat of Christ (judgement for Christians).



2Corinthians 5:10- 10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive what is due him for the things done while in the body, whether good or bad.




a. appear(Gk. Phaneroo)- to be revealed openly or publicly. 



1Corinthians 3:13-15- 13 his work will be shown for what it is, because the Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will test the quality of each man’s work.  14 If what he has built survives, he will receive his reward.  15 If it is burned up, he will suffer loss; he himself will be saved, but only as one escaping through the flames.


Romans 14:12- 12 So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God.


Ephesians 6:7-8- 7 Serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the Lord, not men,  8 because you know that the Lord will reward everyone for whatever good he does, whether he is slave or free.


Colossians 3:23-24- 23 Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men,  24 since you know that you will receive an inheritance from the Lord as a reward. It is the Lord Christ you are serving. 


2John :8- 8 Watch out that you do not lose what you have worked for, but that you may be rewarded fully.

2. The Great White Throne judgement (judgement for unbelievers).


Revelation 20:11-15- 11 Then I saw a great white throne and him who was seated on it. Earth and sky fled from his presence, and there was no place for them.  12 And I saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books were opened. Another book was opened, which is the book of life. The dead were judged according to what they had done as recorded in the books.  13 The sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead that were in them, and each person was judged according to what he had done.  14 Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of fire is the second death.  15 If anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.


John 3:18-20-  18 Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.  19 This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but men loved darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil.  20 Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not come into the light for fear that his deeds will be exposed.


John 5:24-24 "I tell you the truth, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal life and will not be condemned; he has crossed over from death to life.


John 5:28-29-28 “Do not be amazed at this, for a time is coming when all who are in their graves will hear his voice  29 and come out — those who have done good will rise to live, and those who have done evil will rise to be condemned.


2Thessalonians 2:11-12-  11 For this reason God sends them a powerful delusion so that they will believe the lie  12 and so that all will be condemned who have not believed the truth but have delighted in wickedness.

— The Bible says much concerning judgement. Concerning “Eternal Judgement” we see that there is a judgement for the believers, in which their motives, thoughts, words, and deeds are judged and tested. They receive reward or loose reward based on these judgements. We also see a judgement for nonbelievers, in which their motives, thoughts, words, and deeds are judged. There are two books we are all judged by. The book that has recorded our lifestyles and the Lambs book of Life. Ultimately we see that it is not the motives, thoughts, words, and deeds that send someone to hell but rather it is whether or not they believed and followed Jesus, and have their name written in the book of life.
